Impact report on the two-Řŀȅ ά½ŜǊƻ /ŀǊōƻƴ .ǊƛǘŀƛƴΩΩ course in Leek, Staffordshire 

31st October & 1st November, delivered by Paul Allen from the Centre for Alternative Technology (CAT)  

in conjunction with Peace through Folk, and Moorlands Climate Action (MCA). 

Preamble -  

Leek is a small market town with approximately 25,000 inhabitants. It sits on the edge of the Peak District and is 

surrounded by mostly agricultural land and moorland. 

The 50 plus delegates to this Zero Carbon Britain course were from Moorland Climate Action group, ΨOnly One 

WorldΩ a project of Peace Through Folk, Friends of the Earth and Climate Extinction groups from Stoke on Trent, 

Newcastle Under Lyme, and wider reaches of Staffordshire, Derbyshire and Cheshire. They were joined by members 

of Staffs Moorlands District Council, Leek Town Council, and Staffordshire County Council. 

The primary purpose of Moorlands Climate Action (MCA) was to encourage Staffordshire Moorlands District Council 

to declare a Climate Change Emergency and it succeeded in this aim on 10th July 2019 with a unanimous vote by the 

councillors. MCA has now extended its role to include not only ensuring that the council acts on its declaration but 

also into other areas including sustainable living, rewilding and biodiversity, sustainable transport and sustainable 

housing, renewable energy projects, and community participation. 

The Only One World Sessions are an informal group meeting monthly to share ideas on sustainable living and on 

ways to lessen our carbon footprint. Music and the arts have also been a key part of the role of these OOW sessions. 

The Immediate Impact ƻŦ /!¢Ωǎ ½ŜǊƻ /ŀǊōƻƴ ŎƻǳǊǎŜ in Leek has been profound ς  

tŀǳƭ !ƭƭŜƴΩǎ opening revelations were succinct. He made it clear that the technology already exists to drastically 

reduce carbon emissions to an acceptable level if humans were to change their ways of living.  This energised 

delegates into flurries of enthusiasm to change their own lifestyles and lessen their carbon footprint.   

They also looked at how they could cascade this fundamental message down to the wider community, in whatever 

ways they could and by means of whatever specialisms they possess.

This was especially valuable in unleashing the energy and enthusiasm of the 

delegates inspired by Paul Allen as his lectures came to fruition.  After two intensive days the room was literally

Long term Impact expectations 

¶ Delegates left the final day of the course determined to take positive action to work for a reduction in carbon emissions 

both as individuals and as pressure groups on local politicians in the town and district councils. The Zero Carbon course 

has palpably had the effect of super-charging climate emergency action in Leek and Staffordshire and this will have 

significant impact on this community and its environment. 

¶ This course has lifted, inspired and motivated over 50 people who are now already acting with added vigour on a 

number of projects including, re-wilding, cultural development, review of policy on wind power in the Staffordshire 

Moorlands, better community relations on climate change issues, and political lobbying.  

¶ Over 50 people are now focused on ensuring the delivery of a council promise of Zero carbon by 2030. Those numbers 

will now grow and will be powerful new voices of change in any future local or national elections. 

¶ The 5 elected Councillors attended the course are now intent on putting pressure on the rest of the SMDC Climate 

Change Committee to make some real commitments on delivery of the agreement to achieve Zero Carbon in 

Staffordshire Moorlands District by 2030. This will include a demand for a day of ZCB training for all councillors of SMDC 

and a raft of measures listed in App ii. Failure to act will be highly visible and may well have its consequences in the 

ballot box.

Key Notes made by Rachel Limbert Enrichment Officer with Buxton and Leek College (part of University of Derby)  

a delegate on the CAT Zero Carbon Britain Course at Leek Staffordshire : 31st Oct &  1st  Nov. This report has been submitted to 

the college senior management team .

Some things to consider when aiming for lower/net zero carbon emissions: 

¶ Food/diet ς 62% of UK adults are overweight/obese. We are consuming too much, and eating an unhealthy balance. 

We are eating too much HFSS & high protein foods. We are not eating enough fruit, veg and grains. There is 30% food 

wastage across Europe.   

¶ Energy ς we can now sign up to energy plans which use only energy (or at least electricity) from green sources.  

¶ Buildings ς old buildings can be retrofitted with insulation. This can include walls, roofs, floors, windows, doors. Other 

ways to reduce energy/heat wastage include draught elimination and reducing air leakage. Heating systems should be 

turned down/off at night, and systems such as automatically opening windows should work in conjunction with heating 

systems, not independently which may mean windows open when heating is on.  

¶ Land use ς 70% of land in the UK is used for agriculture/food production. 85% of current agriculture is livestock rearing. 

Only 12% of UK land is forest.   

¶ Transport ς we need to travel less ς one long haul flight every 2 years per person. Plus car share, use public transport, 

or use alternatives such as walking and cycling, where possible. 

In order to declare a climate emergency on any scale, you should have: 

¶ A clear & defined goal 

¶ A defined, measurable timeline 

You need to put together an action plan, detailing what you intend to do as an organisation, and by when, as well as who is 

responsible for monitoring progress/final outcomes.  

Ideas for the college: 

¶ Explore direct academic links with the Centre for Alternative Technology (CAT) Machynlleth 

¶ Switch energy supplier to a clean energy supplier 

¶ Install a wind turbine(s) 

¶ Get solar panels 

¶ Retrofit older buildings with insulation inc. walls, roof, windows and doors. While this will incur an initial cost, the 

amount of savings in energy over time will mitigate this cost 

¶ Get whole college to use Ecosia as the default search engine ς this search engine plants trees with the money it gains 

from advertising revenues 

¶ Commit to delivering a detailed education policy for all staff & students on climate change, its effects and ways to 

reduce individual and collective carbon footprints (could be delivered in FF sessions) 

¶ Embed the climate change message across all subjects 

¶ Educate students on recycling correctly as this is not currently being done. Also educate them that recycling is not the 

best option (reuse & reduce) 

¶ Start a climate change group for students to be part of, have their voices heard & make suggestions for future changes 

¶ Have areas dedicated to wildflowers/re-wilding 

¶ Plant trees/grow fruit & veg on-site ς this would not need a huge space; we could use  

¶ Get the soil association to come and run some educational courses for us about soil depletion (soil as a huge carbon 

sink)  



¶ Think about the food we sell on campuses. Local is best, as it organic. Try to sell seasonal foods, where possible. Avoid 

foods with a large carbon footprint. Think about the packaging foods come in also. Have an emphasis on vegetarian and 

vegan meal options, as these have a smaller carbon footprint. Is there a way to cut down on food-waste, or to compost

¶ Sell more Fairtrade food products, such as coffee, tea & chocolate 

¶ Deliver cooking courses which have an environmental emphasis e.g local, low packaging & low inclusion of animal 

products

¶ Set up projects between college & local schools, where college students educate younger children about climate 

change 

¶ Use arts projects to raise awareness of climate issues 

¶ Look into the UN resources for teachers from EduCCate: UN Climate Action Teachers Award. Friends of the Earth also 

have some school resources on their website.  

¶ Look into the eco-schools initiative, where you can achieve different levels & receive awards 

¶ Offer one-off volunteering opportunities for students and staff with eco-centric outcomes e.g litter picks; tree planting;
